PROGRAM:  Ethanol in Fuel—Member Stu Brown 
gave a very interesting talk relating to ethanol in auto 
fuel, as it relates to aviation use.  First, Stu said he is 
not a chemist, but we do know that he had previously 
worked at Rohm & Hass in the plastics industry and 
demonstrated that he does indeed have a good 
understanding of the chemistry involved.  Stu was able 
to explain, in layman’s terms, the process of drilling 
for oil (mud), cooking it (cracking) into gases and 
liquids and separating it into different products.  He 
then brought up the environmental problems, which 
arose from using the octane enhancing additives of 
Lead and MTBE, which is why we have now begun to 
use Ethanol as an alternative.  During his research, Stu 
found that ‘Ethanol Free’ fuel is available, for off road 

use, but the suppliers will only sell it in 3500-gallon 
minimums.  Presently there is no known retail vendor 
dispensing this fuel.  It may be possible to strip the 
ethanol out of the fuel through a process of adding 
water, which would absorb the ethanol and then settle 
to the bottom, leaving the fuel on top free of the 
ethanol.  Disposal of the water/ethanol byproduct 
might be a problem though.  A short question and 
answer period followed, with the final determination 
that because ethanol can cause problems in aircraft 
engines and fuel systems, it is probably better to use 
aviation fuel.  Thanks Stu!  “A Round of Applause”

FLIGHT TO CAPE MAY 8/10/02 
By Bill Varnes 

 
(Note:  This story took place before Ed Neumann 
began to publish my writings in the Chapter 216 
newsletter.  I had been writing about my flying 
escapades for some time and then just sending them 
out to members via e-mail, so some of you may recall 
this one.) 
  
For some time now, since I recovered from the cancer 
treatment, I have been trying to get some flying time 
in, but the weather has not been very cooperative.  For 
one thing, I just don’t seem to be able to stand the heat 
any more and when we do have a cooler day, the winds 
seem to be whipped into a frenzy.  Alan Mancus and I 
had tried to go to SJ Regional on 07/05, but the wind 
had reduced our groundspeed so much we could not 
have made it there on the fuel we had, so we aborted 
and came back.  Then on 07/20 we tried going to 
Ocean City, but the hazy visibility was down to about 2 
miles, maybe less, and I just didn’t think it was safe to 
continue, so again we aborted and came back. 
 
However, the weather report for Saturday’s Cape May 
event looked very promising, with a forecast of 
sunshine, light winds and not so terribly hot.  I had a 
feeling these conditions would be just the ticket for a 
nice flight.  Since Alan went on a vacation to Florida, I 
would be making this trip alone. 
 
Got up at 4 AM and did the usual shave, shower and 
dress routine.  Packed up some gear to take along and 
was out the door at 5.  Stopped at Wawa for a drink on 
the way and arrived at Whitey’s about 6.  Guess who 
greeted me as I drove in the driveway.  Yep!  It was 
Gilbert the rooster, who was already up and crowing.  I 
put the plane together, topped off the fuel and took 
along 2 gal. as baggage.  It was about 7 AM when I

took off, scattering a bunch of wild turkeys off the 
runway.  I set out on a course directly from Whitey’s to 
Cape May, except as I neared Millville I kept to the 
right (South side) to clear that area.  Also, after passing 
the Maurice River, I followed the shoreline around, 
rather than across the approximately 12 miles of water.  
The visibility was great, the air was smooth and the 
Kolb’s Rotax engine was running good.

Our chapter was well represented.  I saw Rich 
Cheeseman, who flew his Cessna 150 in and then I 
spotted Bob Cooper and Howard Bates, who drove in.  
Other members who flew in were Whitey Lance and 
Joe Arsenault in the Bellanca; Joe Flood in the Beech 
Stagger Wing; Charlie Zielke in his RV; Charlie 
Eshleman and Mel Evans in the SOJAC Piper Archer 
and Bob Gliem and his grandson in the Rans S-12.  
Also from Whitey’s field were Warren in the Mooney 
and Tony in the Aeronca Chief.  If I missed anyone I 
apologize. 
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About 10:30 I decided to leave.  At first I thought I 
would just taxi out and takeoff from the intersection for 
28, but meanwhile a Cherokee, a Trike and two P-51’s 
taxied out in front of me, so I figured I’d better just 
follow them out to the end and wait for my turn.  After 
the 51’s took off, I decided to wait a moment or two 
for the turbulence to settle down.  Then, just as I was 
about ready to move onto the runway, there was an 
incoming aircraft, so I had to wait a little longer.  
Finally, it was clear and I climbed out to a good high 
altitude to stay clear of any turbulence that may still be 

in the area from those two 51’s.  I didn’t feel any and 
was on my way back to Alloway.  I pretty much 
followed the same course in reverse.  This time I saw 
several planes heading towards Cape May and a few 
that departed after me, passing me enroute.  I also saw 
a strange black object that appeared to be on the water.  
There were several boats out there, but this thing 
looked different.  After awhile, as I got closer, I 
discovered it was a banner being towed by a plane. 
Sure fooled me! 

 
I hadn’t seen any other aircraft on the way, nor did I 
see any traffic in the pattern as I approached the 
airport, so I decided to land on runway 01, simply 
because it was most convenient.  I saw there was new 
surfacing on runways 01/19 and 10/28.  Looks real 
nice.  There were a couple of fellows out to direct 
parking, but all they did was to point to the west and I 
guess it was up to me to find a spot, which I did.  After 
tying down, I refueled using the 2 gallons I had in 
baggage.  Not one other plane landed while I was 
doing all this.  So where is everyone?  The flight had 
taken exactly 1 hour and burned about 1.8 gallons of 
fuel.  I walked into the hangar for breakfast and there 
were quite a few people already eating.  I believe most 
of them had driven in.  I then toured the facility, 
looking over the museums aircraft and the vendors 
wares. 
 

The air was getting quite bumpy by the time I reached 
Millville and there was a slight headwind, but still the 
return flight only took 10 minutes longer than going.  I 
arrived back at Whitey’s at 11:40 AM.  After putting 
the plane away and debriefing with Whitey, Tony and 
Bob Gliem, I was really getting tired, so went home 
and snoozed away the rest of the day.  It was a nice 
flight and my first long one in over a year.  It really felt 
good to be able to do it again.   
 

 
 
New sightseeing rule means higher hurdles for 
many pilots 
The FAA last week revealed its long-awaited final rule 
on air tours and sightseeing flights, coming out with a 
107-page document that details all of the changes made 
since the notice of proposed rulemaking come out in 
2004. The new rules, which could affect many pilots 
who fly charity sightseeing flights for programs like 
Young Eagles, will go into effect in about six months. 
Pilots must now have at least 500 hours of flying time 
unless they hold a commercial pilot certificate; 
previously, private pilots only needed to have 200 
hours of flying time. And local chapters of all 
charitable organizations would be limited to only four 
such events a year.
