MEETING MINUTES  
 

MEETING MINUTES - MAY 19, 2010 
 
LOCATION: Cross Winds Flight School, at Cross 
Keys Airport, Williamstown, NJ. 

 
PROGRAM:  
In a switch to our usual routine, the entertainment 
program was held before the official business 
meeting.  The chapter membership was invited to 
attend an FAA Safety Seminar being held in Bob 
McGuigans hangar.  The seminar was titled 
“Aircraft Emergencies, are You Really Prepared?”  
The seminar started at 7 PM and ended about 9:00 
PM. 
ATTENDANCE: 
A total of 17 members were present. 
CALL TO ORDER: 
After the seminar ended, President, Herman 
Junkerman called a shortened business meeting to 
order at 9:10 PM.  
READING OF MINUTES:  
April 21 minutes not read, but they were published 
in the newsletter. 
NEW BUSINESS:  
(1) Pres. Herman Junkerman brought to our 
attention that some changes are required pertaining 
to our non-profit status affecting our tax filing.  
Treasurer Roy Hermansen has been working very 
hard to resolve this and presented the facts to the 
membership.  The NJ Division of Revenue requires 
that we amend our Certificate of Incorporation as 
follows: Basically it says: ‘Upon dissolution of the 
corporation, the assets of the corporation must be 
distributed to exempt purposes, such as another 
non-profit or charity or government.  No part of the 
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net earnings may be distributed to any member, 
trustee, officer or other private persons’.  Roy 
contacted EAA and was able to get assistance from 
a lawyer, Patti Arthur, who did the paperwork.  Art 
Kruysman made a motion, seconded by Ed 
Neumann, to approve the amendment to our 
Certificate of Incorporation.  The vote was 
unanimous.   
(2) Due to IRS changes in the amount of money that 
can pass through the chapter’s treasury, we must 
upgrade our non profit status to that of a 501 (c) 
(3).  This requires considerable paperwork be 
submitted and lawyer Patti Arthur offered to do this 
at a reduced cost of $1600 (typical $3600).  Howard 
Bates made a motion, seconded by Bill Mitchell, to 
go ahead and apply for the 501 (c) (3) status.  The 
vote was unanimous. 
ADJOURNMENT:The meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
